Following the decision to amslgamate the Diasnella Junior
Foothall Club Inc, and the Coolbinis-Yokine Junior Foothall
Club Inc, it was necessary to consolidate the finances of
both elubs (now defunct). Accounts of both cilubs were fin-
alised with various banks/building sccieties and the funds
deposited into

Presently, there is one account yet to be finalised - Diznella
Junior foocthall Club Canteen Account - showiug a credit balance
of $110.62 as at 24.12.1987,

Football Club Inc) came considerable outlay in new eauipment
such as team Jjumpers, first aid, snd training squipment etc.

To further assist in meeting running costs and extraordinary
expenses the following endeavours were used for fund raising.

result was break-even with nil additional funds faised.
